STANDARD TARIFF “LP” (SINGAPORE)
1.
SCOPE OF TARIFF
This tariff applies to musical entertainments consisting entirely or almost entirely of copyright light of “popular” music performed, where a charge is made for admission, in any place not otherwise covered by an appropriate tariff.  It specifically applies to concerts or recitals of such music.

This tariff does not apply to entertainments involving variety show, revue or pantomime or serious or classical music.

2.
DEFINITIONS
Under this tariff:

(a)
“gross receipts” means all monies paid or payable in respect of admission charges in connection with any entertainment to which this tariff applies, less Entertainment Tax or any other government tax or imposition of a like nature for the time being in force.

(b)
“light or popular music” means all copyright music and all copyright words or lyrics set to music and includes what is called ‘classical jazz’ but does not include what is usually known as ‘classical’ or serious music.

(c)
“money holding capacity” means, in respect of each entertainment, the aggregate of the amounts charged for admission for every seat at the premises at which the entertainment takes place, less Entertainment Tax or any other government tax or imposition of a like nature for the time being in force.

(d)
“copyright music” means all copyright music and all copyright words or lyrics set to music

3.
APPLICATION FOR AND SCOPE OF PERMITS
(a)
An applicant for a permit under this tariff shall complete the appropriate application form and give the Society such information as may be required to enable it to decide whether this Standard Tariff is appropriate.

(b)
The Permit issued under this Standard Tariff shall be for the duration of the entertainment sought for and shall cease to be in force immediately when the entertainment ends.

(c)
The Permit issued under this Standard Tariff shall be on a blanket basis and will entitle the Applicant to publicly perform works within the Society’s repertoire of copyright music.

4.
THE SOCIETY’S CHARGE
The Society’s charge for a permit under this tariff is, subject to a minimum charge of $150.00 in respect of each entertainment, 2.5% (two and a half per centum) of the gross receipts from the entertainment covered by the permit. (Note: The total number of complimentary tickets or tickets that bear no printed value for each show shall not exceed 10% of the tickets sold. Each excess complimentary ticket issued shall be subject to royalty charge based on 2.5% of the lowest commercial ticket price.)
5. MANNER OF PAYMENT

The charge under this tariff shall be paid in the following manner:

(a) Three (3) days before each entertainment takes place the applicant shall pay the Society a sum on account equal to 0.5% of 75% of the money holding capacity, or such sum as the Society shall deem fit and reasonable in the circumstances.

(b) Not later than 28 days after the entertainment takes place, the applicant shall submit to the Society a certified Statement  of Accounts or Ticket Sales Reports as provided by the Performance Venue, SISTIC or TicketCharge, showing the number of tickets sold under each price category as well as the total number of complimentary tickets issued, including reports of any other sums or proceeds of sale that are derived or received from other ticketing sources other than the above- mentioned designated/appointed official ticketing agencies, and settle any additional payment due based on the final sales and complimentary tickets issued.

6.
CHECKING THE PARTICULARS
Subject to the provisions of paragraph 5 above, the Society, by its auditor or representative, shall have the right of free entry to the place of performance on the occasion of each entertainment solely for the purpose of checking the particulars on which the charges under the permit are from time to time assessed, for which purpose the Applicant shall make available to the auditor or such representative of the Society all necessary records and books of accounts.

7.
PROGRAMME DETAILS
Applicants under this tariff will be required to send to the Society 14 days after each entertainment, on the Society’s prescribed form, particulars of all musical works performed at the entertainment.
8.
INDEMNITY
The Composers & Authors Society of Singapore Ltd hereby unconditionally and irrevocably agrees upon the grant of a permit under this Standard Tariff “LP” Scheme to indemnify and save harmless the APPLICANT (LICENSEE), its officers, employees, agents and servants from, against and in respect of any and all claims, demands, actions, suits, liability, losses, damages, costs and expenses of whatever nature including reasonable legal fees on a solicitor and client basis, that may be, brought, or incurred against them or any of them, PROVIDED ALWAYS that this indemnity will only extend to and cover claims, demands, actions, suits and liability in respect of copyright infringement and similar or related matters arising out of the performance(s) to which the permit relates.

For the avoidance of doubts, no application sent or forwarded (by any means to COMPASS) before the commencement of any performance shall be deemed and considered to be accepted, authorised and/or consented by COMPASS.
I / We understand and shall comply with and abide by the requirements, terms and conditions as set out above and undertake hereby to pay to the Composers & Authors Society of Singapore Ltd the royalty fees due in respect of this application when accepted by COMPASS.
